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POPE FRANCIS on the CALL TO HOLINESS 

 

To be holy does not require being a bishop, a priest or a religious. We are frequently 

tempted to think that holiness is only for those who can withdraw from ordinary affairs 

to spend much time in prayer. That is not the case. We are all called to be holy by living 

our lives with love and by bearing witness in everything we do, wherever we find our-

selves. Are you called to the consecrated life? Be holy by living out your commitment 

with joy. Are you married? Be holy by loving and caring for your husband or wife, as 

Christ does for the Church. Do you work for a living? Be holy by labour-

ing with integrity and skill in the service of your brothers and sisters. Are 

you a parent or grandparent? Be holy by patiently teaching the little ones 

how to follow Jesus. Are you in a position of authority? Be holy by work-

ing for the common good and renouncing personal gain. 

 

Let the grace of your baptism bear fruit in a path of holiness. Let every-

thing be open to God; turn to him in every situation. Do not be dismayed, 

for the power of the Holy Spirit enables you to do this, and holiness, in the end, is the 

fruit of the Holy Spirit in your life (cf. Gal 5:22-23).  

 

This holiness to which the Lord calls you will grow through small gestures.   

In this way, led by God’s grace, we shape by many small gestures the holiness God has 

willed for us, not as men and women sufficient unto ourselves but rather “as good stew-

ards of the manifold grace of God” (1 Pet 4:10).  A Christian cannot think of his or her 

mission on earth without seeing it as a path of holiness, for “this is the will of God, your 

sanctification”

Permanent Deacons 

Bishop Buckley invites applications 

from men interested in serving as Per-

manent Deacons in the Diocese of 

Cork & Ross. The first two permanent 

deacons in our diocese were ordained 

last October, and are now serving in city 

parishes.  One man is in his final year of 

training and is due to be ordained as 

Deacon later this year. 

  

Applicants should have a good 

knowledge of the Gospel, a well estab-

lished spiritual life, and a willingness to 

serve others, even at some personal cost. 

The minimum age for ordination as a 

permanent deacon is twenty-five years 

for a celibate man, and thirty-five years 

for a married man. The maximum age is 

sixty years. While married men may be 

ordained, deacons who are widowed 

may not remarry. 

  

Deacons continue in their family lives 

and secular employment. The four-year 

programme of preparation is part-time, 

as is the subsequent ministry. Initial 

contact should be as soon as possible as 

the application process must be com-

pleted in June for a course of prepara-

tion beginning in September 2018. It is 

probable that a course will not com-

mence again in Munster until 2021.
