To depend on God sets us
free from every form of enslavement and leads us to recognize our great dignity.
We see this in Saint Josephine Bakhita: “Abducted and sold into slavery at the
tender age of seven, she suffered much at the hands of cruel masters. But she
came to understand the profound truth that God, and not man, is the true Master
of every human being, of every human life. This experience became a source of
great wisdom for this humble daughter of Africa”.
